ACCOMMODATIONS

Singers are responsible for making their own lodging reservations. A list of nearby accommodations is available on request.  There is currently a discounted rate at the Fullerton Inn in Chester for NMSC members. Those who want to share accommodations or need transportation should indicate this in the appropriate space on the application form. The concert venues are near enough to each other so it is suggested that members stay at one location for the  three days of the tour.  

PRE-CONCERT DINNER

There will be an optional group buffet dinner at each venue preceding the concert at $13 per person per dinner. Family and friends are welcome. Vegetarian options will be available. Meals need to be ordered and paid for in advance as indicated on the application form.

MUSIC DISTRIBUTION

Singers will receive music in advance of the first concert (around July 10) in the form of audio (MP3) files and pdfs. The MP3 files will be customized for each voice part. Singers can view the pdfs (sheet music) on their monitors or print them to use in conjunction with the MP3s. Instructions will be included with the mailing.

It is hoped that each singer will take the opportunity to review the music before the rehearsal on August 15. Singers are not required to bring the pdf files with them. A binder with sheet music will be given to each member at the rehearsal.
